Colon VCAR EC allows the visualization of 2D and 3D medical image data of the colon derived 
from DICOM 3.0 compliant CT scans for the purpose of confirming the presence or absence of 
colonic lesions. It provides functionality for 2D/3D rendering, bookmarking of suspected lesions, 
synchronized viewing of the 2D, 3D and 360 dissection views, and an object oriented  
endoluminal display.

The Colon VCAR DCA (Digital Contrast Agent) module is an automated highlight feature for the 
visual identification of spherical structures within the colon and is intended to be used as 
concurrent reading device.

•	 Load supine and prone series (or decubitus) in Volume 
Viewer and select Colon VCAR.

•	 If colon is correctly segmented, then select Accept. 

•	 If NOT, select Reject and go to Semi-Automatic mode 
to rebuild the colon (define a point on axial view after 
the blockage) and select Build.
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Series will be displayed in Axial, Navigation, Lumen, 3D and Oblique views.

In Navigation view, use the following keyboard keys:

F. 	Forward

B. 	Backward

T. 	Turn Around

H. 	Hide bookmarks/annotations

•	 To activate/deactivate DCA (Digital 
Contrast Agent), use  
the D key. 

•	 To virtually cleanse images,  
use the « – » the key.

•	 To activate/deactivate Virtual 
Biopsy, use the V key OR Left  
click on Cut Off and select  
display mode.
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In Review Mode

1.	 Drag and drop the 3D cursor on 
a potential polyp and control  
in all plans  (Or use the Mouse  
+ Shift key to move 3D cursor).

2.	 Deposit a bookmark if lesion is 
suspicious (Mouse+Insert) or 
click on the Bookmark icon  
and then on images.

3.	 To synchronize bookmarks to 
one another, Link them using  
the Bookmark Management 
Tool.
